Arunachal Pradesh.African Swine Fever is an exotic viral disease affecting domestic and wild pigs and highly 
contagious in nature. In this regard, the undersigned is directed to inform that zoos in the region may adopt 
appropriate preventive measures. Zoos are advised to refer to available resources of information such as the

2. In view of the susceptibility and conservation importance, special attention may be paid to Pygmy Hog 
housed in the Assam State Zoo cum Botanical Garden, Guwahati.

State as well as zoo) and if required, may seek advise of the in-charge, National Referral Centre on Wildlife
