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Report of the Officer-in-Charge o1

I am pleased to present the Annual Report of the Gadag Zoo, Gadag for the year
2023-24. Founded in 1972, the Gadag Zoo, also known as Binkadakatti Zoo, is a
cherished Zoological Park dedicated to the protection and care of around 42 animal
species and 427 animals. As a small yet significant zoological park, the zoo has not only
served as a refuge for animals in need but has also become an important centre for
research on wildlife habitats, animal behaviour, and conservation efforts. Over the
years, it has grown into an essential institution for both education and environmental
awareness, offering visitors a unique opportunity to connect with nature and learn
aboutthevital role animals play in maintaining ecological balance.

In 2023-24, the zoo undertook several key initiatives aimed at enhancing its
facilities and expanding its role in wildlife conservation. Notably, the zoo inaugurated
new, specially designed enclosures for three distinct species: the Bengal Fox, the Jackal,
and the Dhole. These new habitats were officially opened on March 12, 2023, marking a
milestone in the zoo's continuous effort to improve the living conditions of its
residents. Additionally, the zoo celebrated the successful breeding of two zoo-born
grey wolf pups, along with the introduction of two rescued wolves, further enriching
the zoo's wildlife population.




The Gadag Zoo also participated in an animal exchange program with the Shri
Chamarajendra Zoological Park in Mysore, bringing in four Dhole (three males and one female)
and two Bengal Foxes (one male and one female), which helps to diversify the gene pool and
strengthen the zoo's conservation programs. This exchange not only fosters biodiversity but
also encourages collaboration between institutions committed to animal welfare and
conservation.

The year 2023-24 saw an impressive increase in public engagement, with a total of
202,881 visitors, highlighting the zoo's growing appeal and its success in educating the public
about wildlife conservation. Financially, the zoo reported a revenue of 31,08,95,060 with
donations contributing 32,522 and animal adoptions generating 35,05,000. This brings the
total revenue for the year to 31,14,02,582 underscoring the significant support the zoo receives
from the community and its stakeholders. Through these ongoing efforts, the Gadag Zoo
continues to embody its mission of not only providing a safe haven for animals but also
fostering a deeper understanding of biodiversity and the importance of conservation.

Lastly, I would like to extend my sincere gratitude to all those whose support has been
vital to the smooth functioning of the zoo. First and foremost, my heartfelt thanks to Ms. Sneha
Koppal, the Range Forest Officer, for her exceptional leadership and guidance. I am also deeply
appreciative of the dedicated zoo staff—Bharath Guled, Umesh Hosamani, Lata G B, Er.
Praveen Bidari, as well as veterinary assistant Mr. Nikhil Kulkarni and zoo education officer
Ms. Carol Amanna—whose tireless efforts ensure the well-being of the animals and enhance
the educational outreach of the zoo. A special thank you to the zoo keepers for their
unwavering commitmentto the care and welfare of the animals.

I would also like to express my gratitude to the senior officials of the Karnataka Forest
Department, whose continued support, encouragement, and guidance have been crucial to
the maintenance and development of the zoo.

The Gadag Zoo, originally established in 1972 as Binkadakatti Children's Park,
owes its creation to the efforts of the then Forest Minister, Shri K. H. Patil, who hailed
from Hulkoti village, located just 5 kilometers from the Zoo. The initial plans for the Zoo
were developed by the Curator of the renowned Sri Chamarajendra Zoological
Gardens in Mysore.

Since its inception, the Zoo has undergone significant improvements and
developments, evolving into a well-established wildlife attraction. The Gadag Zoo is
located within the protected forests of Gadag, identified under Survey No. 260, as
declared in the Government Order No. AFD.234.FAF.61, dated July 31, 1968.

This rich history and continuous growth have helped the Zoo become a key
destination for wildlife conservation and public education, making it an important part
ofthe region's heritage.

The zoo regularly conducts in-reach awareness activities for children visiting, aimed at
fostering a deeper understanding of wildlife and conservation. These engaging activities
include interactive sessions, educational games, and hands-on experiences, designed
to captivate young minds while imparting valuable knowledge about animals and their
habitats.

In-reach activities

We offer various training sessions for the Forest Department training centers when they
bring their officers to our zoo. This includes training for Forest Guard and Deputy Range
Forest Officer (DyRFO) trainees from the Tattihalla Training Centre, as well as Range
Forest Officer (RFO) and Assistant Conservator of Forests (ACF) trainees from the
Gungarakatti Training Centre.




We offer comprehensive training sessions for students from Forestry Colleges through
2-3day zoo attachment programs. During these programs, students gain valuable insights
into animal behavior, zoo management operations, and the critical role of conservation.




At Gadag Zoo, we celebrate various conservation days such as Lion Day, Reptile Awareness
Day, Snake Day, Sparrow Day, Tiger Day, Wolf Day, and many others. These events aim to

raise awareness among the general public about these species and their importance to the
ecosystem.

At Gadag Zoo, we provide comprehensive training for all zoo keepers to enhance their
knowledge about the animals in our care. These sessions aim to dispel any superstitions
they may hold about various species and promote accurate understanding.

23 Enrichment Activities for Zoo Inmates

The biologist and a team of volunteers at Gadag Zoo regularly conduct a variety of
enrichment activities for all the animals in the zoo. These activities are carefully designed
to enhance the animals' physical and mental well-being, ensuring they remain active and
engaged. Additionally, special seasonal arrangements are made to address specific needs
and keep the animals stress-free, promoting their overall health and comfort throughout
theyear.

The zoo has dedicated significant time and effort to identifying key areas of interest for
future research. Collaborative discussions have been held with the Dean of the College of
Veterinary Sciences, Gadag, and scientists from the Wildlife Institute of India, Dehradun,
to actively engage postgraduate and doctoral students in wild animal research.
Additionally, the zoo has undertaken a baseline study of the vulture population in the
Gajendragad Taluk of Gadag District, laying the groundwork for further research. Plans are
also underway for the reintroduction of blackbucks and wolves into the wild, with detailed
studies setto commence in the upcoming financial year.

In a significant milestone, the zoo successfully facilitated the soft release of spotted deer
into the Kali Tiger Reserve, marking a step forward in its conservation initiatives.

The zoo has not previously focused on conservation breeding for any specific species.
However, after extensive discussions and deliberations, a decision has been made to
initiate a conservation breeding program for Grey Wolves, Striped Hyenas, and Jackals as a
starting point.
To support this initiative, the zoo is in the process of establishing a dedicated research,
rescue, and rehabilitation center for the breeding and conservation of these species. A
separate facility will soon be identified to house this program.
The zoo already has a breeding population of Jackals, and a breeding population of Striped
Hyenas has been added through an animal exchange program, further enhancing its
conservation efforts.
