01. REPORT OF THE OFFICER IN-CHARGE

Bondla Zoological Park is a small Zoo established in Year 1969, in the
foothills of Western Ghats, which houses wild animals mostly found in Goa. It
occupies a pride of place amongst the eco-tourism sites of the state. It is spread
over an area of 60 hectares within the Wildlife Sanctuary, Bondla. The natural
forest areas of Bondla provides home to a rich assemblage of free-ranging wild
animals. The sprawling Zoo houses 14 species of mammals and reptiles each
and 6 birds’ species. Bondla has been an excellent place for eco-tourism which
attracted more than 1.12 lakh visitors during the year. Many education and
awareness programmes including Celebration of World Wetlands Day, World
Wildlife Day, Wildlife Week, World Environment Day, Cleanliness drive, etc.
were organized during the year 2017-18. Indigenous animal species including
Gaur, Sambar, Spotted Deer, Black Buck, Marsh Crocodile, Leopard, etc. have
bred successfully in the Park during the year. This year major activities carried
out to achieve objectives like proper maintenance of enclosures, providing
healthy feed to inmates, conduct nature camps for villagers as well as students
of schools of adjoining villages around the Zoo.

The dedicated team of officers and staff of Bondla Zoo are responsible for
its upkeep and management and hence deserve due appreciation. We are also
thankful to the print and electronic media for supporting the Zoo Management.

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02. HISTORY OF THE 200

The origin of Zoo can be traced way back to the year 1969 when an Animal Rescue Centre of
Forest department was established at Bondla with the main objective of rescue, recuperation

and rehabilitation of wildlife. Subsequently, the need for a scientific management of the
rescued wildlife was felt and the Zoo took shape. Bondla Zoo was accorded the status of 'Small
Zoo'bythe CentralZoo Authority in the year 2006.

i) To develop the Zoo as a center for housing and display of the diverse and endangered
animals and birds with emphasis on fauna belonging to the Konkan and Western ghats
region considering the climatic condition suited to them.

ii) To provide an excellent visitor experience.

To achieve the distinction of being recognized as an outstanding Zoo in the region in the field of
wildlife conservation, awareness, education and research by connecting people to wildlife and
Biodiversity conservation in Konkan region of Western Ghats.

i) To promote conservation breeding of different species found in the region with emphasis
on endangered species like Gaur for preservation of faunal bio-diversity, encouraging
animal exchange with other Zoological parksand rehabilitation of rescued species inthe
wild with strict adherence to the guidelines and protocols.

ii) To encourage education and experiences of local visitors and tourists to excite and inspire
them to become environmentally responsible and take home messages about the
conservation needs inthe face of accelerating loss of Biodiversity.

iii) To facilitate research and scientific study onanimal behavior, enrichment, food, nutrition
and reproductive biology by experts, researchers on captive animals and birds.

iv) To ensure modern and spacious housing of captive animals and birds with special emphasis

on animal welfare, health care, ethical standards and excellence in standards of animal
husbandry with emphasis on enclosure enrichments.
