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1. Report of the Officer-in-charge : Wild life Rescue Centre Gorewada Nagpur is the only
rescue centre in India which has tie ‘up with Maharashtra Animal Husbandry and Fisheries
University for veterinary care of Animals and wild life research and training centre.The University
has appointed 3 subject specialist at rescue Centre, for full time works.

Following Instruments are purchased for the treatment, research and handling of the Wild
Animals as Co2 Incubator “Thermofisher incubator air jacketed with IR Sensor, 140°, Qubit 4
Fluoro meater wifi box, Supply and installation of water purification system, QIA amp DNA
Investigaor kit- make Quigen, Supply and installation of shaker incubator ( Drybath), Supply and
Installation of Bio Safety Cabinet, Supply and Installation of semi Dry Blotter sytem, Supply of
storage water cooler with inbuilt uv purifier for Hospital, Stabilizer (2 KVA). CCTV and
Radiography cage for WRTC, are installed at Hospital for observation, study and research and for
control of the wild animal kept in the kraal of the Rescue Centre. The habitat enrichment works are
done in kraal area.

2. History of the Rescue Centre : In the year 2005, Government of Maharashtra had taken a
decision, in principle, to set up an International Standard zoo and Bio Park at Gorewada (Nagpur,
Maharashtra) on 1914 ha. of forest land vide its resolution (G.R) No. WLP-1099/C.R.89/F-1 dated
12 Dec 2005. Principal Chief Conservator of forest (wildlife), Maharashtra State, Nagpur had
submitted a proposal to establish a zoo and rescue centre vide PCCF (WL) M.S. Nagpur’s letter no.
Desk 22 (6)/Plan/1044/2009-10 dated 03.02.2010. Accordingly a detailed project report (DPR) was
prepared by M/S Bernard Harrison & Friends Ltd and revised by Forest Development Corporation
of Maharashtra (FDCM) Ltd, Nagpur. The DPR was submitted to Central Zoo Authority (CZA) for
scrutiny and its approval. The DPR along with Master Layout Plan was examined by expert group
of zoo design of CZA. Later on the proposal was examined by the technical committee of CZA and
granted recognition to Rescue Centre at Gorewada under Section 38 H of the Wildlife Protection
Act, 1972.

The Government of Maharashtra obtained the approval of Hon’ble Supreme Court to establish
a new zoo and rescue centre at Gorewada. The Rescue centre was inaugurated on 17/12/2015, at the
hands of Chief Minister of Maharashtra and other dignitaries.

3.Vision : To Promote conservation of endangered species and the wild animals which are
extinct in the region, and rehabilitate them to their natural habitat. .

4. Mission : To Provide better upkeep and veterinary care. education and research activities in
respect of wild animals.
