J The sprawling zoo houses 123 species of amphibians,
reptile’s birds and mammals. The naturals forest areas of
Kanpur Zoological Park provide home to rich assemblage of free living
animals including 14 types of reptiles, 37 types of mammals, 44 types of
birds and 28 types of fishes. There was significant improvement in the
infrastructure development, animal collection, and healthcare and
conservation research. Many zoo education and awareness programme
including celebration of Wildlife Week, Elephant Day, Tigers Day, World
Wetland Day, Foundation Day etc. is organized during the year 2018-19.

Kanpur Zoological Park organized various programmes throughout
the year to spread awareness on wildlife conservation seminars on topics
like people’s participation on zoo development, biodiversity conservation
and wildlife protection etc. also, were organized in which large number of
school students, NGO’s, nature lovers and different level of officers
participated.

The lake in the Zoo attracted a large number of resident and
migratory birds, whose nesting and breeding gave impetus to in situ
conservation of these birds. One side of the lake lies the jungle safari area
in which watch tower, picnic spots and viewpoints have been constructed
for nature lovers specially the bird watchers. Proper upkeep and better
facilities resulted in a considerable increase in the number of visitors in the
Z00.

None of these achievements would have been possible without the
hard work and support of our ACF, Zoo Veterinarians, devoted employees,
Zoo friends and Zoo volunteers, Media also played an important role in

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2. History of the Zoo

The construction of the Zoological Park started in the year 1971 and was opened
for the public on 4™ February, 1974. It is situated on the fringes of industrial city of
Kanpur. The park, which is spread in an area of 76.56 hectare, is a part of lush green
Allen-forest. Allen forest was developed during the British rule between the years
1913-1918 by Mr George Burney Allen, a famous British industrialist of Kanpur. It was
developed on the banks of the river Ganges. Due to the efforts of Mr. George Burney
Allen and the then Governor, the land was taken into Government possession. A
portion of the forest area was converted into a zoological park. The park has been
providing Education to the children and the adults since then. The Zoo lake, spread in
an area of 18 hectares, is a part of the Zoo and is a good habitat for a large number of
crocodiles and fishes. A variety of resident and migratory bird species also visit the area
and this has been a visual treat for the keen bird watchers.

To preserve wild life through education, Conservation and research.

A centre committed to provide a rich habitat for wild animals, conserve nature and
create empathy and compassion for wildlife.

About us

Kanpur Zoological Park is a big zoo and having three ISO Certificate.
Kanpur Zoological Park is situated on the fringes of industrial city of
Kanpur. The park which is spread in an area of 76.56 hectare is a part of
lush green Allen forest. The construction of the park started in the year
1971 and was developed on modern management principles. It was opened
for public in the year 1974. In the last four decades, the zoological park has
played an important role in the care of wildlife and creating awareness
among public regarding wildlife conservation.

Allen forest was developed during the British rule between the years 1913-
1918 by Mr. George Burney Allen, a famous British Industrialist of
Kanpur. The forest has been developed on the banks of the river Ganges.
Due to the efforts of Mr. George Burney Allen and the then Governor, the
land was taken into Government possession. A portion of the forest area
was converted into a zoological park. The zoo was inaugurated by a child
on the 4™ of February, 1974. Since then the zoological park has been the
children’s favourite entertainment site. A lake, spread in an area of 18
hectares, has been a centre of attraction since the beginning, as there are
many fishes in the lake and water birds visit the area regularly. Kanpur Zoo
has a good breeding history of both endangered and exotic species. The
zoo is a designated breeding centre for Swamp deer and is a participating

zoo for breeding of Indian Rhinoceros.
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The enclosures in the park are designed according to the modern
management principles. Every enclosure has ample greenery and effort was
made to provide natural habitat ambiance in every enclosure so that the
animals could feel at home. Feeding houses have been constructed with
squeeze cases in the houses of the tiger, lion, leopard and other similar
species. This arrangement is very helpful for their treatment when they are
sick. The premise is full of wide variety of herbs, shrubs and trees. A variety
of free roaming animals are also thriving in the zoo premises. They consist of
crocodiles, monkeys, many varieties of Civets, Hares, Porcupines, Bats,
Squirrels, Mongoose, Lizards, Snakes, and Peacock etc. A well-equipped
veterinary hospital takes care of the health of Zoo animals. The Zoo has
sufficient facilities for the Visitors like pure drinking water, neat and clean
toilets, beautiful lawns with benches, six lake viewpoints, six picnic spots,

canteens etc.

Kanpur zoological park is a Government Organization in which officers
and staff are posted by the State Government. All works related to scientific
management of the Zoo is done under the guidance of the Central Zoo
Authority (CZA). One of the guidelines of CZA states that part of the revenue
which is generated in zoological parks should be recycled for the maintenance
and development of the zoo. With a view to provide autonomy to the

management of the Zoological Park, U.P. State Government gave permission

for the creation of a Society in the Zoo. The society named KANPUR PRANI
UDYAN PRABANDH EVAM VIKAS SOCIETY was registered under the
Societies Registration Act, 1860 on 25" August, 2011. According to the
bylaws of the society, the entrance fee and all other revenue collected from
bicycle stand, food courts etc. are deposited in the Society’s Account in a
nationalized bank. Moreover, Para 26 of the bylaws state that the society can
also accept fund in the form of donation from Public Sector Organizations,
Private Institutions and Individuals. Strong partnership approach in the form
of sponsorship by the corporate sponsors, business organizations and

individuals will go a long way towards proper development and better

maintenance of the zoo.

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14. Health Check-up of employees for zoonotic diseases

In order to check zoonoses all the officers, employees and Out Sourced Workers
and Persons working on Contract basis were screened for disease/exposure conditions
especially against tuberculosis, brucellosis and leptospirosis. During the year a total of
102 officers/employees were screened for above disease conditions including general
health check-up such as complete blood chemistry (CBC), liver function test (LFT),
Kidney function test (KFT), lipid profile, blood sugar, and chest X-ray. Due to continuous
monitoring and screening only 20 persons were found serologically positive against
brucellosis and/or leptospirosis. However, none of them showed any clinical signs but
preventive medication was given as per medical advice. In addition, such employees who
were direct handler of the animals were also relieved from their duty and were assigned
some other work for the period of preventive treatment.
