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2. History of the Zoo:

This zoo is known as “Maharajbag Zoo” since 1894. Prior to this, it was a
ShikarKhana of the erstwhile Maharaja Raghoji Raje Bhosale, the Ruler of Nagpur. On the
establishment of C-P & Berar state this Zoo was taken over by the Department of
Agriculture. At that time only 3 cages existed in which Tigers, Hyena, monkeys and some
birds were kept. During the period of the British Rulers, the Deer park was constructed
and the old Tiger cages were renovated. During the post-independence period in 1954,
some new cages for accommodation of Leopards, Lions and some birds were constructed.
In 1969 Maharajbag Zoo was transferred to Dr. P.D.K.V. Akola, under the administrative
control of the college of Agriculture, Nagpur with the associated dean as the Zoo
Controller.

The Maharajbag Zoo has completed its 125 years of establishment and has a rich
tradition and green backdrop light in the very fine Horticulture Garden in the heart of
city.TheMaharajbag Zoo is the pride of ‘Orange city-Nagpur’ and its surrounding area of
central India.

The beginning:

In the beginning of Maharajbag Zoo the animal enclosures were very old and in the
dilapidated condition. The Dr. PanjabraoKrushiVidyapeeth started the development work
from the day Zoo came in their administrative control but the real momentum to the
work was given in 1992.

The Central Zoo Authority, New Delhi recommended various suggestions for
improving and modernizing the zoo. Considering the recommendation and availability of
the funds the development plan is framed and executed.New Master Layout Plan is
submitted to Central Zoo Authority, New Delhi and its waiting for the approval; after the
approval of same,Maharajbag Zoo will be renovated and modernized as per the National
Zoo Policy 1998 and as per the rules of CZA, New Delhi.

6. About us:

Maharajbag Zoo is the only zoo in the country which is operated by agricultural
university. Zoo In-charge has overall control on the administration and planning of zoo.
He is assisted in the work by the Sr. clerk, two office attendant and livestock supervisor.
The zoo In-charge reports to Zoo controller for overall activities of the Zoo.

Veterinary officer looks after the upkeep and health care of animals including de-
worming, disinfection and vaccination of animals. The veterinary officer is assisted by
livestock supervisor. Major activities of the team are health care and vaccination of
captive animal, food and nutrition,maintenance of animal enclosure. Veterinary officer
reports to Zoo In-charge.

Curator is responsible for the daily/weekly/monthly zoo routine such as upkeep
and maintenance of the animal enclosure, feeding of animal, disinfection of enclosure,
enrichment of enclosures, maintenance of daily records, feeding records and also
responsible for the zoo estate. Curator is assisted by the head keeper and animal keepers
for his day to day zoo routine. Thehead keeper and animal keeper’s reports to curator
and curator reports to Zoo In-charge.

Biologist cum Education officer looks after record on observation of animal behavior
and biology, suggesting enrichment ideas for the enclosures, recommending regulation of
movement of visitor to minimize its impact on the animal, upgrading the signage
displayed on animal enclosures, maintenance of animal history card and stud book of
animals, preparing informative, educative signage’s to be displayed in the zoo, organizing
zoo education and awareness programs and preparation of annual report of the Zoo.
Biologist cum education officer reports to Zoo In-charge for overall activities.
