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19. Important Events and happenings. 

Team of People For Animals, Wardha along with Forest department and police 

department rescued approximately 2 years female leopard. Leopard sparked 

panic in Wardha city when she strayed inside hospital building of AVBRH sawangi 

meghe on Monday. This nail biting rescue operation lasted for 6 hours. Around 9 

am Forest department and our PFA rescue helpline number received call saying 

leopard was spotted in hospital. We reached the spot but high wall and fencing of 

hospital couldn't stopped her from crossing boundaries and she got struck into 

ditch the rescue operation was risky as hundreds of people and patients were 

inside campus area of hospital but we successfully track leopard down and have 

launched massive hunt for the 'Beast'. we manage to fire tranquilizer dart into it. 

The leopard was then brought into our rescue centre for further treatment and 

medical examination which was done by our Veternarians. After 24 hours of 

observation we released her in its natural habitat with the help of forest 

department. 
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We would like to take immense pleasure to share attainment our PFA Wardha 

unit made. Few days back our unit pull off pangolin wound debridement which is 

supposed to be central India's first achievement. Irrefutable pangolin is most 

trafficated animals in the world and it's treatment and captivity management are 

even more intricate. We are doing almost best handling critical management of 

pangolin.  We request to you appreciate spirit of senior anaesthesiologists of 

sawangi meghe institute of medical science, who do volunteering work in our 

shelter and also stepped in to our support and help us throughout process of 

Gaseous anaesthesia with Isoflurane management. We would also like to share, In 

past eight months we have successfully rescued, treated and released 5-6 

pangolins in Wardha district. We believe recovery of pangolin we treated will 

surely paid off time and efforts we put in.
