A tender of Rs. 5.80 Cr was awarded for the enrichment works in year 2019-20.
Necessary budgetary provisions have been made accordingly. This zoo aims to develop as
one of the world’s best small zoo, leading the way in animal care, conservation work,
community and school education programs and environmental management.

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INTRODUCTION

Nisargakavi Bahinabai Choudhary Pranisangrahalay, previously known as Snake Park &
Aviary, is a Small Zoo established by Pimpri Chinchwad Municipal Corporation recognized
by the Central Zoo Authority. It was inaugurated on 30th December 1989 and officially
declared open to public on 1st January 1990. This zoo has witnessed continuously increasing
visitor ship since then. Zoo has got approval for Master Development Plan 2015-25 and the
subsequent development is under progress accordingly. The master plan has been approved by
CZA vide letter no F.N. -19/727/93-CZA (180) (VOL.III) 815/2016 dated June 02, 2016. The
administration has approved the necessary budget provisions and zoo is under reformation. The
necessary civil changes as per approved Master Lay Out for phase I have been completed and

development under phase II and Phase III are in progress simultaneously.

The upcoming Zoo facility is being developed on theme of “Reptiles and Aviary” specialized

Zoo. Accordingly, the Central Zoo Authority has approved the collection on theme of Reptiles

of Northern Western Ghats and Wetland Aviary in approved Master Development Plan.
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A total 7.05 Acre land has been earmarked for this project. It caters for the Twin City of
Pimpri - Chinchwad and surrounding rural areas, developed mainly due to rapid

urbanization and industrial growth.

This township is extended towards north of Pune City along the National
Highway No.4, joining Pune and Mumbai. It is situated 4 km Eastwards
from Akurdi railway station, 5 km Northeast from Chinchwad railway

station, 7 km West from Pune Nashik Highway, Bhosari and 6 km North of

Pimpri.

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FOOD, HEALTH, HYGIENE AND SAFETY MEASURES

The Zoo administration is committed for animal welfare and wildlife conservation. Health

and hygiene of animals are given highest priority in its management. For psychological

health of Zoo inmates the new facility emphasizes naturalistic habitat enrichmentin every
enclosure. Use of live plantations prioritizing native plant varieties are being used in
upcoming development.

Following are the routine practices for monitoring health of animals and safety of staff and

visitors undertaken in the Zoo:

e De-worming and vaccination is scheduled periodically.

De-beaking and nail clipping of birds is a periodic practice.

e Perching are repaired or replaced with new ones regularly. In new enclosures emphasize
has been given to produce natural perching on live plants.

e Animal waste, food wastage, leaf litter and other
biodegradable wastes are recycled to produce s
compost. No chemical fertilizers or pesticides are
used in Zoo campus.

e Exhibit substrates /furnishings are modified or
changed totally whenever necessary. Hiding
places and escape refuges are maintained to
reduce stress levels.

e Heat convectors, air coolers, humidifiers and are
used during climatic extremities.

« Volunteers and staff control the vandalism.
e Food and drinking water is regularly examined.

« Plastic Carry bags are banned in the zoo. Necessary signages are displayed to prevent

vandalism.

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DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITIES

Asmallzoo focusing on Reptiles and Bird collectionwas envisioned in 1989 to enlighten city

dwellers about the biological heritage of the region. It was only 3" Reptile specialized zoo in

the country at that time. Though the facility was attracting large number of visitors, the

need of upgrading the facility to latest trends in the field was imperative.

Accordingly, the Master Development Plan for Nisargakavi Bahinabai Choudhary

Pranisangrahalay was prepared and approved by the Central Zoo Authority. The zoo is

spreadin7.05acresandissurrounded byresidentialzone. The themeselected inapproved
master planis ‘Reptiles and Aviary’. The proposed facility is expected to house 31 species
of snakes, 2 species of monitor lizard,13 species of turtles and tortoises, 2 varieties of
crocodiles and 14 species of wetland birds.

The Zoo Master Development Plan has been approved by the Central Zoo Authority in year
2014-15. Necessary budgetary provisions have been made to accomplish the civil
developments by 2018. The development is focused on creating naturalistic environments
for all inmates. The zoo landscape is also planned to complement natural environment
and emphasis is given to promote native plants.

Technical posts recommended by CZA in Master Plan have been included in PCMC’s
proposed RRstructure.

The civil works proposed in the development are under progress. Phase | of the
development was completed in 2017. In First phase construction of Compound wall,
peripheral underground water and drainage line, new toilet block and peripheral
pathway, civil construction of reptile, bird aviary, chelonian section and mugger
section were completed. Phase Il including enrichment works of various enclosures

are undertaken simultaneously to conclude the developments in stipulated time.
