Malrarashtra) on l914ha. of forest land vide its resolution (G.R) No. WLP-1099/C.R.89/F-l dated

l2 Dec 2005. Principal Chief Conservator of forest (wildlife), Maharashtra State, Nagpur had

submitted a proposal to establish a zoo and rescue centre vide PCCF (WL) M.S. Nagpur's letter no.

Desk 22 (6)/Plan/104412009-20 dated 03.02.2010. Accordingly a detailed project reporl (DPR) was

prepared by M/S Bernard Harrison & Friends Ltd and revised by Forest Development Corporation

of Maharashtra (FDCM) Ltd, Nagpur. The DPR was submitted to Central Zoo Authority (CZA) for

scrutiny and its approval. The DPR along with Master Layout Plan was examined by expert group

on zoo design of CZA.
