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  1.  Report of the Director

The Zoological Garden, Thiruvananthapuram has been the centre of attraction

for the animal lovers who visit the temple city of Kerala.  Ever since its establishment

in 1859 as the second Zoo in India, the Thiruvananthapuram Zoo has seen a steady

progress in the number and variety of its animal collection. 

Ever since the approval of the Master Plan, the institution has taken due care

to stick on to the Master Plan in execution of the development activities.  The

institution could also raise to the expectations of the visitors coming from various parts

of the Country and aborad.   Apart from Zoo the visitors also cherish the Botanical

Garden, Art Museum, Natural History Museum and Art Galleries present in the

compound. 

With limited research available on the risk corona virus poses on wildlife,  the

Zoological Garden could manage the zoo animal well during the pandemic.  The

Keeper were screened multiple times before entering the Zoo periphery.  The entire

campus was sanitized in association with Kerala Fire and Rescue Department.  The

prevailing COVID protocol was strictly maintained.  During this period, different types

of food items were stocked in advance as per the diet schedule.   The COVID

pandemic has slowed the developmental activities to large extend.

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  2.  History of the Zoo

The Thiruvananthapuram Zoo is the oldest zoo in India continuing to exist in its original

location in the heart of the temple city Thiruvananthapuram.  Swathi Thirunal Maharaja

(1816 – 1846), illustrious King and Music composer who had ruled Travancore during 1830

– 1846 is said to be the visionary behind the establishment of the Thiruvananthapuram

Museum and Zoo.  He had a good co0llection of animals including elephants in his horse

breeding centre.  To the Trivandrum stables he incorporated a menagerie and kept tigers,

panthers, cheetahs, deer, bears and a lioness there.  It was however left to his brother

Uthram Thirunal Marthanda Varma and the then British Resident General Cullen which

consequenced the establishment of the Museum and Zoo in Thiruvananthapuram.   A

committee was formed in 1855 with the Maharaja of Travancore as patron, General Cullen

as President, the Elaya Raja as Vice President and Mr. Allen Brown as Secretary of the

Committee and the Director of Museum.  The Museum was thrown open to the public in

September 1857.  But the Museum by itself  could not attract the people much, and

therefore a Zoo and a park were started in 1859.

This Zoological Garden is unique in India for its breathtaking landscapes and luxuriant

growth of vegetation.  Royal look of lofty trees, towering bamboos, lush green landscapes

give it a rare distinction of being one of the most beautiful zoos in South  East Asia.  Spread

over 36 acres of land and located in the heart of the city it provides a respite for the people

of Thiruvananthapuram as much it offers tourism and recreation for visitors reaching from

outside Kerala and overseas.

Ever since its establishment

in 1859 as the second Zoo in India, the Thiruvananthapuram Zoo has seen a steady

progress in the number and variety of its animal collection. 

Ever since the approval of the Master Plan, the institution has taken due care

to stick on to the Master Plan in execution of the development activities.  The

institution could also raise to the expectations of the visitors coming from various parts

of the Country and aborad.   Apart from Zoo the visitors also cherish the Botanical

Garden, Art Museum, Natural History Museum and Art Galleries present in the

compound. 

With limited research available on the risk corona virus poses on wildlife,  the

Zoological Garden could manage the zoo animal well during the pandemic.  The

Keeper were screened multiple times before entering the Zoo periphery.  The entire

campus was sanitized in association with Kerala Fire and Rescue Department.  The

prevailing COVID protocol was strictly maintained.  During this period, different types

of food items were stocked in advance as per the diet schedule.

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  2.  History of the Zoo

The Thiruvananthapuram Zoo is the oldest zoo in India continuing to exist in its original

location in the heart of the temple city Thiruvananthapuram.  Swathi Thirunal Maharaja

(1816 – 1846), illustrious King and Music composer who had ruled Travancore during 1830

– 1846 is said to be the visionary behind the establishment of the Thiruvananthapuram

Museum and Zoo.  He had a good co0llection of animals including elephants in his horse

breeding centre.  To the Trivandrum stables he incorporated a menagerie and kept tigers,

panthers, cheetahs, deer, bears and a lioness there.  It was however left to his brother

Uthram Thirunal Marthanda Varma and the then British Resident General Cullen which

consequenced the establishment of the Museum and Zoo in Thiruvananthapuram.   A

committee was formed in 1855 with the Maharaja of Travancore as patron, General Cullen

as President, the Elaya Raja as Vice President and Mr. Allen Brown as Secretary of the

Committee and the Director of Museum.  The Museum was thrown open to the public in

September 1857.  But the Museum by itself  could not attract the people much, and

therefore a Zoo and a park were started in 1859.

This Zoological Garden is unique in India for its breathtaking landscapes and luxuriant

growth of vegetation.  Royal look of lofty trees, towering bamboos, lush green landscapes

give it a rare distinction of being one of the most beautiful zoos in South  East Asia.  Spread

over 36 acres of land and located in the heart of the city it provides a respite for the people

of Thiruvananthapuram as much it offers tourism and recreation for visitors reaching from

outside Kerala and overseas.
