Among them, the construction of
new enclosures for Lion, Hyena, Primates, Snake Park, Construction of interpretation
center are a few worth mentioning. Though Binkadakatti zoo team has given its 100% efforts
to bring this zoo at the level on par with the best zoos known in Karnataka, still lot more
works are to be done. Many more enclosure, better up keep and greater facilities are the

deciding factors for better future of Binkadakatti zoo.
