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1. Report of the Officer-in-charge

The Sanjay Gandhi National Park & Zoo presently displays a Tiger Safari, Lion
Safari & Deer Park.

1. Tiger Safari 7 Tigers
2. Lion Safari 3 Lions
3. Deer Park 80 Deer Park (Choushinga Spotted Deer Nilgai)

In addition to this the zoo also houses leopards & rusty spotted cats in a non-
display area. Leopard rescue center has been constructed in 7/12 Magathane 34 B (P).
It is in a designated an un-classed land & outside the notified forest area of Sanjay
Gandhi National Park. The area in commonly called MAFCO since previously a MAFCO
bacon factory was operated in this land. The tiger safari, lion safari & deer park are

operated in the recreational zone of the Sanjay Gandhi National Park, Division area.

A master plan was submitted to Center Zoo Authority on June 16" 2011 under
which the zoo was designed in the area of 100 ha, magathane S/no. 34/b unclassed
forest tand outside notified area of Sanjay Gandhi National Park. Presently the Sanjay
Gandhi National Park & Zoo recommends & proposes the zoo to be established in the
100 ha mafco area & thereby submitting the vision document for the same area.

The management of the Zoo proposes to have following enclosures. The detailed
proposal for the same will be submitted to the CZA for approval in near future.

The visitors vehicles will be parked in the proposed parking enclosure; and then
the visitors will be taken in BOV to various enclosures / ticketing area of various safari’s
and enclosure areas. The enclosures can be visited by foot, whereas the various safaris
can be visited by the BOV operated vehicles at the safari ticket counter on a circular

route.

2. History of the Zoo

The Sanjay Gandhi National Park and Zoo is a unique facflity as the zoo is on the
fringe of Mumbai city and on the border of Sanjay Gandhi National Park. This is an
unquestionable asset for Mumbaikars for creating conservation awareness and
knowledge of India’s wild creatures. Apart from its superb landscape the zoo is virtually
within an evergreen forest ecosystem of both recreational and educational value. In fact
few zoos in India are better situated to meet the needs of different categories of zoo
visitors. A visit to this zoo even though it has a handful of species is a memorable
experience. The capacity of the zoo to cater to the needs of public awareness and
conservation research is a major opportunity that needs development. The zoo also
incorporates a major off-display rescue and lifetime care facility that houses a large
number of leopards that the Forest Department has rescued over the last several years.

This also should be developed into a state of the art Leopard Safari display facility.

This unique zoo is contiguous with the Sanjay Gandhi National Park and is
pertinent to note that lies outside the notified area of Sanjay Gandhi National Park. The
Z00 area has a combination of rich wild biodiversity in the term of forest ecosystem this
gives it a high status as an eco sensitive area, with very high biotic pressures due to its
location on the fringes of Mumbai. The zoo also traditionally is great asset for nature
awareness and wildlife tourism for Mumbaikars. Sanjay Gandhi National Park and
adjacent zoo area has immense environmental importance due to its life support
services for Mumbai as a major green space and water catchment.



3. Vision

The zoo will foster conservation awareness through the safari experience and a
walk through the forested paths of a well designed and easily interpreted nature trail. As
a modern zoo is expected to act as ex-situ conservation centre to safeguard
endangered species, this zoo will strive to save species such as the Rusty Spotted Cat
from extinction using its existing unique initiative in successively breeding this

endangered species to enhance its population in the wild.
4. Mission

To create and develop ‘near natural’ wilderness ecosystem through four major
unique safaris for predators such as lion, tiger, leopard, and herbivorous animals
sambar, cheetal, barking deer etc. through which a pro conservation ethos will be

developed among the people of Mumbai.
5. Objective

Sanjay Gandhi National Park and the zoo’s new objectives are to fulfill all the
functions of a modern zoo. Its new thrust will be to enhance its collection and to
establish a major conservation breeding facility for the Rusty spotted cat to begin with
and other important species in future. The zoo has reviewed its mission and vision to
align itself with the new needs of a state of the art zoo. As the major thrust is to offer
naturalistic safari parks, the up gradation of this zoo style will be consciously advanced
in the new mission statement.

A comprehensive vision document for the future course and action plan have
been considered based on its currently well known environmental asset’s.

The objectives that the zoo has envisioned include:

1. To expand the Scope and unique features of a safari experience

2. To consérve protected fauna and establish scientific breeding of
endangered species.

3. To bring home to the people of Mumbai the needs of both in-situ and ex-
situ conservation through a major conservation education outreach facility.

4. To provide a real life nature experience for the people of Mumbai, which is
an expanding megacity.

23. Conservation Breeding Programme of the zoo

A major interact of the zoo is to breed the Rusty Spotted Cat that is extremely

endangered. This rare species is occasionally encountered in the vicinity of the zoo and

in the adjacent Sanjay Gandhi National Park. No other National Park is known to have

a single population of this species that was thought to the extend in the 1950s. It was

rediscovered in Dangs and later in the Sanjay Gandhi National Park, Gir and a few

other locations but is evidently present in very small pockets in extremely small and

isolated populations. This zoo has been able to breed 6 kittens from a founding stock of

2 males and a female acquired from different locations. These 9 animals are the only

known animals of this species in captivity in the world. Presently the female cats have

aged out and new individuals are planned to be collected for further breeding of the

RSC species.
