Kuanria Deer Park (Mini Zoo) was established
during the year 1985 under the administrative
control of DFO NAYAGARH Forest Division having
only 08 (eight) spotted Deer (Axis axis) on the foot
hills of Baisipalli Wildlife Sanctuary which is a part of
Satkosia Tiger Reserve. It was transferred to
Mahanadi Wildlife Division, Nayagarh with effect
from 23.10.2002. The present area of the Zoo is 06
(Six) acres. The facility has been recognized by the
Central Zoo Authority as a “Mini Zoo” vide their letter
No. F. No. 19-105/92-CZA (195) (M) dtd. 22.09.2009
with validity up to 30.09.2012 which has been
renewed up to 23 August, 2017 vide Letter No. F.
No. 19-105/92-CZA (195) AK/2669/2016
dt.22.09.2016 of CZA.
