History of.the Rescue Centre
Manikdoh Leopard Rescue Centre is a project which was started by the
Maharashtra Forest Department in 2001 when the man-leopard conflict and
the leopard “menace” was at its peak. Several leopard (Panthera pardus)
were caught from the adjacent areas of Ahamadnagar JNashik and many

were caught in Junnar division itself by the forest department.
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In December 2007, MOU was signed between Wildlife SOS and the

Maharashtra Forest Department wherein Wildlife SOS was given the

responsibility to provide technical assistance and lifetime care for the leopards

housed at the facility centre Wildlife SOS would also ensure timely veterinary

facilities for the leopards and would be involved in rescuing leopards in

distress with assistance from the forest department.

3. Vision

The prime vision of the rescue centre was to house these rescued leopards who

were in considerable distress in trap cages/transit cages for long periods. Some of

these leopards, only required medical aid and were consequently medicated and

then released back in the wild.

4, Mission

The Mission of Manikdoh Leopard Rescue Centre to establish protocol to reduce

man-leopard conflict around conflicted nearby area and distress animals which

are injured or accidental caught in emergency situation.
