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TATA STEEL ZOOLOGICAL PARK

Tata Steel Zoological Park (Tata Zoo) is operated by Tata Steel Zoological Society. The Society
was created by Tata Steel Limited as an autonomous body for overseeing the day to day
operations.

Tata Zoo is located in the Jubilee Park and is spread over an area of 25 hectares with beautifully
landscaped gardens interspersed with small forest patches with an abundance of free ranging
birds, mammals, reptiles and amphibians. Tata Zoo was provided conditional recognition as a
Medium category zoo by Central Zoo Authority u/s 38H of the Wild Life (Protection) Act, 1972 in
March, 2017. The recognition to the zoo will expire by 21/03/2020.

ZOO ACTIVITIES AT A GLANCE [FOR PERIOD APRIL 2016- MARCH 2017]
ANIMAL HABITATS AND UPKEEP

Zoos are dynamic institutions and being public places are always under visitor scrutiny with
respect to the facilities provided both for the animals and people. Thus changes are imminent to
happen. The Central Zoo Authority has approved a long-term master plan for redevelopment of
the zoo and the same is to be executed in next 20 years time frame.

During the year under report following activities were taken up as part of improving upon the
existing enclosures and enhancing the enrichment activities to improve the condition of animal
enclosures:

e To comply of the safety measures taken by Zoo management, there are 79 trees have
been pruned and 18 dead trees cut down in and around animal enclosure. (Black buck
enclosure, Sloth bear enclosure, Hippopotamus enclosure, Small mammals)

e Precaution and preventive measures taken against Avian Influenza outbreak like lime —
bleach and kohrsolin solution regularly sprayed around all aviaries throughout the year.

e Ecological enrichment for v o 5

A Zoo veterinary team through their regular intervention kept check of the injuries and
surgical repair, if any, caused to animals due to infighting or otherwise.
The rescue and rehabilitation of wild /stray animals is also executed by veterinary unit of

the Zoo.

In collaboration with Jharkhand Animal husbandry Department, Close observations were
maintained by Zoo veterinary team throughout the year as a Precaution and preventive

measures against Avian Influenza outbreak.

Disease causing vectors were kept under check through regular tall grass cutting,
keeping the hedges trimmed, spreading of lime bleach and fumigation.
Births of important mammalian species like Mandrill monkey and Hog deer took place.

During the year under report, an amount of Rs.165.89 lakhs was incurred by Tata Steel Zoological
Society to meet expenditure on animal care and their upkeep.

ADMINISTRATION:

Overall administrative control of the Zoo lies with the Director. Key functional areas being
overseen by the Director are General administration, Planning and Development, Revenue and
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Security of the zoo. The Director is assisted in his work by an Office supervisor, two Office
assistant, a Sr. attendant and a Sr. driver.

Deputy Director in association with the Asst. vet (Para) looks after the upkeep and Health care of
animals. Major activities of the team being health care of animals, maintenance(civil) of animal
enclosures and general hygiene in zoo campus. The team is assisted by a Field Supervisor, a 5r.
Zoo assistant and two field assistants.

Curator looks after the general maintenance of animal enclosures, feeding of the animals and
disinfection of enclosures. He also oversees the enrichment of animal enclosures. All Keeper and
Asst. keepers reports to the Curator. The Curator is assisted in his day to day work by animal
keepers.

Biologist cum Education officer takes care of recording of animal behavior, maintaining of animal
inventory, studbooks, organising awareness / educational programmes including running of the
zoo information centre cum library and Zoo Garden activities including plantations. The Biologist
is assisted by an office attendant and volunteers.
