Pradesh (Mini Zoo Category) for a period of two years and to serve Show Cause
Notice on the zoo operator for violation reported.

The Central Zoo Authority in its 30" Meeting held on 28.09.2017, approved

Besides, the Central Zoo
Authority has decided to renew recognition to the Nawabganj Deer Park, Unnao for a
period of two years. Show Cause Notice is being sent separately. Further, the
Authority has also decided to regularise the period after 30.09.2016.
