The evaluation report (copy enclosed) as submitted by the evaluation officer was
deliberated in the 106" meeting of the Technical Committee of the Central Zoo Authority held on
September 27", 2022. The Technical Committee after detailed deliberations recommended to
the Central Zoo Authority for the renewal of recognition of Rasikbeel Mini Zoo, Coochbehar,
West Bengal for a period of two years and to regularise the period after August 19" 2021,



subject to compliance with observation/ recommendation in the table below and mid-term
evaluation. The members also recommended that the Zoo Operator may be directed to submit
half-yearly compliance report with respect to observation/ recommendation stipulated while

renewal o

f recognition.

Subsequently, the recommendation of 106" Technical Committee Meeting was
approved by the Chairperson, Central Zoo Authority. Accordingly, the Central Zoo Authority has
regularised the period after August 19", 2021 and renewed the recognition of Rasikbeel Mini
Zoo, Coochbehar, West Bengal for a period up to December 29, 2024 under Section 38-H(1),
